- for predictions with the phrases and words like “I (don’t) think, I promise, I’m (not) sure, 
I believe, I hope, probably, perhaps, definitely, certainly.”
•	 I promise I’ll call her tomorrow!
•	 I think she will be a hard-working student.

Future plans and intentions - be going to
- for future plans and arrangements
•	 We are going to organise a surprise party for John on Saturday.
•	 I am going to help you with your English project!
- for predictions based on what we see
•	 The clouds are dark. It’s going to rain.
•	 Look at how fast that boy is going on his motorbike. He’s going to have an accident!

Fixed arrangements - Present Continuous
- for fixed arrangements
•	 I don’t have any responsibilities today, so I’m going out with my friends.
•	 I feel very tired and ill. I’m seeing my doctor tomorrow.
•	 Martin is leaving at 7 tomorrow.
