» We use ‘wish’ to talk about something that we want to be different in the present or the
future. It’s used for things which are impossible or very unlikely.

* lwish | had ared car. (I don’t have a red car.)

« | wish | lived in a big city. (I don’t live in a big city.)

* | wish | were a singer. (I'm not a singer.)

* | wish | were rich. (I'm not rich.)

» We use ‘wish’ with ‘could’ to talk about things in the present or future that we want to be
different. In this situation, ‘could’ is the past simple of ‘can’.

* | wish | could speak English. (I can’t speak English.)

* | wish | could swim. (I can’t swim.)
